Galatians 5:13 (ESV): "For you were called to freedom,

Colossians 3:23-24 (ESV): "Whatever you
do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for
men, knowing that from the Lord you will
receive the inheritance as your reward.

A servant is diligent, knowing their
ultimate service is to the Lord, not just to
people, and that God rewards faithful
service.
